Scenarios regarding why earlier deferred or reassessment is offered prior to later reassessment attempts within a module
Scenario 1: Valid ECs taking a mark back to deferred status
The module has an assessment pattern of 50% Coursework and 50% Exam.
Example 1: During the initial assessment attempt the student has failed the coursework with mark of 36% and failed the exam with mark of 0 (zero) for not attempting the exam.

The student submits an EC claim for the exam element which is deemed valid by the EC panel.

The aggregate of the initial fail of 36% for the coursework and 55% for the exam results in a module mark of 46% overall and therefore the student has passed the module without being required to undertake a reassessment in the Coursework.

Example 2: If, when the student undertook the deferred exam attempt, following the valid EC claim, they had achieved a mark of 39% in the exam, that with the initial mark of 36% in the coursework would have resulted in a module mark of 38%

This would result in a failure in the module which would result in 1st reassessment then being offered in the exam and coursework as long as no further EC claims are submitted and deemed valid.

Scenario 2: Valid ECs taking a mark back to an earlier reassessment attempt
The module has an assessment pattern of 50% Coursework 1 and 50% Coursework 2.
 Example 1: At the initial assessment attempt the student has failed coursework 1 with mark of 36% and failed coursework 2 with mark of 0 (zero) for no submission.

The 36% original mark for coursework 1 (as the University always reverts to the highest failed mark unless a valid EC has been granted) is aggregated with the 45% achieved as a second attempt at 1st reassessment in coursework 2 and passed the module with a module mark of 41% that is capped at 40% as the module is in reassessment.

Example 2: If the student had achieved a mark of 39% in the second 1st reassessment attempt at coursework 2, that with the initial mark of 36% in the coursework  would result in a mark of 38% and a failure in the module.

This would result in the student then being offered 2nd reassessment in both coursework 1 and coursework 2, unless of course they submit another EC claim that is deemed valid for one of the elements.

Note: if a module is validated so that all individual elements of assessment must be passed in order for the module to be passed then reassessment attempts in failed assessment elements will be offered even if they are at different stages of reassessment as a student must get a mark over 40% (undergraduate) or 50% (postgraduate) in each element of the assessment to pass the module.  Module guides will clearly state if a module has been validated with this criteria.
