It removed the correct italicisation of the title. So to correct it you need to go back in and
replace it. So the correct reference should actually be:

For journal articles it often brings unnecessary publisher information such as the Abingdon:
Routledge below, which will need removing. Some lecturers don’t like the Doi to be
included either — See our FAQs for more discussion on this.
